SUPPORT FAN: Write a Google Review

Writing a Google review is the same as telling your friends and family
what you love about FAN...and I'm sure the list is long! When potential
FAN members are looking online for a new women'’s club to join,
Google reviews help them learn more about what we individually enjoy
about our membership. Reading the reviews hopefully will lead them to
give FAN a try!

How do you write a Google review? There are several different ways to access Google reviews, and I'm
providing just one example. But if you know another way, use whatever way works for you.

If you have a Google account (Gmail, YouTube, Google Play, Google Drive) proceed as shown below. If you
don’t have a Google account (for example you have a Yahoo email), you will reach a point where you are
asked to sign in to your Google account. See the third bullet for how to address this (you don’t need a Google

account).

« From your cellphone, open the app Google Maps (or download the app if you don’t have it).
Then search for Friends And Neighbors Women's Club (FAN). Scroll down on the listing to find
the five empty stars and tap on the stars for your rating (hopefully 5 stars!). You can then leave
comments to complete the review.

« From your computer, go to Google Maps and then search for Friends And Neighbors Women's Club (FAN).
A window will appear on the left side showing details about FAN. Scroll down to where it says “Review
Summary” and then click on More Reviews. A button will appear that says Write a Review, so click it and a
window will open on the screen. Click the stars to rate FAN and then type to leave a full review.

« If you do not have a Google account: when the screen appears that says to sign in to your Google account,
click on the button at the bottom right that says “Create account.” Then choose “For myself.” Instead of
creating a Google account, look a few rows down and select choose “Use my current email address
instead.” Once you're able to log in, go back and follow the instructions above.

Consider giving your name to the Nominating Committee as a prospective officer for 2022-2023.
Board members work hard and play hard, often enjoying no-host lunches following Board
Meetings. Many have developed stronger, deeper friendships as a by-product of their work.

The major responsibilities of the elected Executive Board positions are:

President: Presides over General and Board Meetings, and appoints Extended Board members.
Guides the officers and committee chairs in managing the organization to improve members’
experience.

1st Vice President: Plans programs of interest to the members at General Meetings. Introduces
speakers and oversees the meetings’ arrangements. With the president, secures a venue for
General Meetings. Manages a budget for speakers’ fees or honoraria, and venue rental.

2nd Vice President: Manages membership functions such as maintaining a roster, collecting
dues, hosting registration at General Meetings and responding to inquiries. Requires experience
with Excel and Word.

Secretary: Records minutes at Board and General Meetings for review and approval. Requires
experience with word processing software.

Treasurer: Documents all club income and expenses, pays invoices and maintains the checking
account. Works closely with the Auditor and chairs the Budget Committee. Requires experience

with Quicken or other accounting software.

Auditor: Reviews Treasurer’s reports and prepares year-end records for accounting firm.

Newsletter Editor: Organizes, designs and prints the monthly newsletter, using information
provided primarily by Board members and Activity Group Leaders. Requires use of MS Publisher.

Historian: Documents FAN fun with photos at events and encourages members to submit photos of
their FAN activities. Creates a memory book for the retiring President.

Advisor: A past president advises the Board, providing great continuity and context.

DAY TRIP

Tour of Round Top Festival Institute in Round Top, Texas
Friday, March 11

Are you ready for a FAN Day trip? We only have a few spots
left so sign-up by February 25! We're going to Round Top, famous
for its antique shops, as well as its concerts by renowned musicians
held at the Festival Hill Institute. Founded by pianist James Dick in
1976, the campus offers visitors shadowed lakes, picnic areas,
jogging trails and wonderful herb gardens. In addition to the School
Building (1956), the only building on the original 6-acre site, the
William Lockhart Clayton House (1885) from La Grange, and the
Menke House (1902) from Hempstead, came to Festival Hill soon
after its creation and today provide lodging, meeting, rehearsal,
dining and practice space for the Young Artists, faculty and staff. In
1994, the Edythe Bates Old Chapel (1883), formerly the Travis Street United Methodist Church of La
Grange, was added to the campus. The landscaping is spectacular, generously planted with thousands of
trees and bushes of various species. More recent additions to the property include the Texas/
Mediterranean Albert and Ethel Herzstein Stone Chapel and Memorial Plaza, the Log House and the three
Artist’s Residences.

We are scheduled for a 90-minute guided walking tour starting at 10:30 a.m. The campus tour includes
the 1,000-seat magnificent Festival Concert Hall, similar to grand European architecture with its ornate
woodwork, grand staircases, hand-crafted chandeliers and keen attention to detail. The tour includes the
David W. Guion and Anders and Josephine Oxehufwud Museum Rooms, the Edythe Bates Old Chapel
with a 1835 Henry Erben Organ and a 1863 Traugott Wandke Organ, and the Menke House parlors. Low-
heeled walking shoes are recommended. Masks are suggested but not required. The cost of the tour is
$10.00 ($8.00 entrance fee + $2.00 Bus Driver’s lunch.)

After the tour, there will be free time in Round Top for shopping and lunch (your cost) at Royer’s, The
Bake Shoppe or a restaurant of your choice.

The bus will depart from the parking lot at Barbara Bush Library, 6817 Cypresswood Dr., at
8:15 a.m. and return around 4:00 p.m.
